4th Grade Religion 1st Quarter Project

Objective: To make a tribute to St. Michael the Archangel. Students will combine writing and artistic skill to come up with a picture and written section about St. Michael.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Project will include: One drawn portion, free drawn or traced from a pre-existing picture. One written portion.
The picture should be of St. Michael either: 
1. As the Guardian of the Church.
2. As the leader of Heaven’s Army.
3. As the patron of our school.
4. As the victor over the Devil.
The written portion should be either: 
1. A prayer to him. (you can use the St. Michael Prayer that we say every day as a guide, but your prayer must be different)
2. A non-fiction report on him, his story, and his role in the Church. 
Grading: 
The picture will be graded not on artistic skill, but on how recognizable it is as St. Michael. As such, it should include at least three of the following five items: 
	1. A sword or spear
	2. A shield
	3. Wings
	4. Armor
	5. A defeated devil



The written portion will be graded based on grammar, spelling, and punctuation. It should be a minimum of three paragraphs or stanzas long. It should also mention at least three of the following seven things about him: 
	1. His role as Guardian of the Catholic Church

	2. His role as General of Heaven’s Army
	3. His victory over the Devil
	4. His role as an Archangel

	5. His role as patron of our Parish
	6. His role as patron of our School
	7. His power and influence in Heaven
